  Show Rules
1. All vehicles to be judged must be on the show field by 12:00 noon. Only vehicles pre-registered for the show will be allowed to enter after the gate closes. All vehicles entering the show after 12:00 will Not be judged.

2. All entries must have a completed judging sheet placed under the driver side wiper blade

3. If you do not want your car judged, fill out the top half of the judging sheet and “Check Off Not Judged” box. We need your completed sheet for our records.

4. A Minimum of Five (5) Vehicles constitutes a class. Head Judges reserve the right to consolidate, delete or split a class.

5. Cars must score at least Sixty (60) points to be eligible for any awards.
6. All classification protests must be filed with the head judges before 12:00 noon. No protests will be considered after judging has started.

7. All vehicles must be in Operating Condition, Insured, and be driven by a licensed driver. Judges may request owners to demonstrate the operation of any aspect of the vehicle  i.e. Starting, Power Options, Radio, etc.

8. Owners must be present during judging to provide access to their vehicle. Cars may be displayed any way the owner prefers. However for judging all convertible tops and windows must be up. Hood and trunk open (empty), convertible boot & bag must be present and visible.

9. If a vehicle has aftermarket conversions, non-factory modifications, or deviates from standard production vehicles, the car should be in one of the following classes:

A) Semi-Modified
Five (5) or less modifications, such as headers/exhaust, Custom Wheels/Tires

B) Modified

Pro-Street, wheel tubs, non-stock engine, chrome, tires

C) Custom

Full radical custom

D) Street Rod
Open / Closed

If modified or semi-modified vehicle is shown in stock class, point will be deducted for the deviations

10. The muscle car and high performance class shall consist of stock versions of production vehicles such as; GTO, GTX, RT, Cuda, Roadrunner, Mach 1, SS, Z-28, AMX, GT’s, Boss Trans-Am, Cobra Jet, Challenger, Corvette, etc.

11. The Long Island & New York City Oldsmobile Club reserves the right to change, modify, or interpret the Car Show Rules, as it deems necessary.

12. All Code of Conduct Rules must be followed: No, racing, burning rubber, driving around show field after you are parked, foul language, disrespect to judges or any show attendees, any acts of violence or vandalism.
